Pack 591 Dues: $85 annual

Dues are paid every year in September and cover costs for a full 12-month Cub Scout Program*. The fees
cover the following:

Uniform: (depending on rank)

Each scout is encouraged to wear a uniform to all Den and Pack events. In Pack 591, we wear only the shirt,
neckerchief with slide and belt - although boys wanting to wear the full uniform may certainly do so. The
uniform can be purchased a little larger for ‘growing room’ so that it could be worn for several years of the boy’s
scout membership.

Fundraisers

Participation in fundraisers are voluntary although we encourage scouts to participate in these events are they
are supporters in our community and neighborhoods. We have “Trails End Popcorn Sales” in the fall of each
year as our only scheduled fundraiser. The Popcorn sale brings in money for both the Pack and the local BSA
Council, of which we are a part. Popcorn participation by all members adds to the funds we receive back and
can use for our Pack goals and activities.

On the District level, we hold “Friends of Scouting” programs each spring, which allow for businesses, family
and other ‘friends’ of scouting to contribute to our local scouting program.

Exceptions:

% Families with more than one Scout in the pack may take $8 off the second and subsequent
Scout fees per pack.

% Graduating or ‘growing’ Scouts may donate their “Experienced” Scout shirts to the Pack and will
receive a refund of $10. These shirts will be offered to families needing financial assistance with
the uniform portion of the program on an availability basis at a cost of $10 per shirt.

% Families needing financial assistance with the dues portion of the program may contact the Pack
Treasurer or Committee Chairperson for information on reduced dues. Financial information is
confidential and will not be disclosed to other Pack Members.
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*Scouts registering during the Spring Membership drive or at times other than the September Registration will
pay the pro-rated cost of the BSA Registration, Subscription fees and dues (see pro-ration chart). Full
registration, dues and subscription fees will then be collected in September when the scout re-registers for the

full year. Contact the Committee Chairperson or Pack Treasurer for information.

*Some optional programs such as “Family Swim” and Day Camp may have additional charges. These are
optional events and are not included in the annual dues payments.
