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Session #1 – Science & Magic

Science is harder to learn than Math as Science requires we disregard all the perceptions we think are true.

Session #2 – Cubs & Citizenship

Great handout and a terrific CD with LOADS of information on flag folding, ceremonies and etiquette.  Also, how to earn the World Conservation Award for all ranks and how to earn the National Heritage Medal for both youth and leaders!

Session #3 – Webelos to Scout Transition

Differences between Cub and Boy Scout program include:

Adult Driven vs. Boy Driven
Adults lead vs. boys take leadership roles
Adults teach & plan vs. boys teach, plan and organize
LOTS OF OUTDOOR ACTIVITIES
Less parental involvement; more boy self-advocacy

Change Webelos den meetings to training for Boy Scouts including:

Teaching them to handle, dismantle and operate propane stove, lighter and matches (with adult supervision)
Teaching them to plan and cook meals (propane stove, Dutch oven, foil packet meals, pie irons) on variety of surfaces
Practicing skills over and over again in different ways (first aid, scout oath & law, knots)
Teaching boys to bring their books for sign-off to a leader (not mom & dad tracking and signing off)
Performing skits & songs in front of den and pack
Research on requirements (traveler – how to get to Portland by bus, train, drive? Who to call for information?)
Rotate boy’s duties as denner, assistant denner, assembling tent, cooking, camping skills

Parent’s transition is important too!  Parents can become merit badge counselors (for other scouts in Boy Scouts) by teaching their skills.  Assistant leaders are VERY important.  Encourage and teach your scout, let him fail occasionally.  He won’t leave the sleeping bag at home again if he’s responsible to bring it!
Session #4 – Cubs & Webelos Grub

Fun class with lots of great ideas!  

Find out about food allergies for scouts AND parents (nuts?  Dairy?)
Training is as important as practice
Washing and cleanliness – clean up as you go, how to wash dishes by hand (?), back country practices (yummy bag, garbage)
Preparation is important – precook and season meats (you can freeze them too and use as ice for other meals), measure and pre-bag spices (cinnamon & Sugar ex) for recipes. 
Assign jobs for each boy (timer, stirrer, and dishwasher) and rotate duties
Allow lots of time so no rushing

Other great information on cooking times and needs for Dutch oven cooking (how many charcoals?), open fire times, etc.
